Beacon Sloop Club reserves the right to refuse any vendor.   Vendors will need to supply all their tables, chairs, canopies, etc.    
We encourage local vendors and handcrafted goods. 

 

Food vendors must obtain and display a Food Service Permit issued by Dutchess County NY.  The Beacon Sloop Club may 
require vendors to obtain and submit a certificate of insurance.   In keeping with our environmental mission we ask that all 
disposable serviceware, including cups, utensils, plates, and other take-out containers, must be ASTM, BPI, or USCC 
Certified Compostable items only.   No Styrofoam or plastic.  If you have questions on serviceware, contact Tom LaBarr at 
845 831 4267.
